Classroom Procedures & Expectations
1. You will be expected to be on time, prepared with all your materials, and have homework ready. If you are late wait by the door until the teacher determines that you can take your seat without disruptions. 
2. You are expected to sit in your assigned seat and complete assignments quietly. You are late if you are not in your assigned seat when roll is taken. Raise your hand when you need to speak or to get out of your seat for any reason. 
3. You will be expected to complete ALL ASSIGNMENTS. Attempt all work. Assignments in your agenda. In case of an absence, you are responsible for turning in the homework you miss when you return to class. Check the class website for the homework. 
4. Restroom trips will require you to sign out and take a hall pass. One person at a time to the restroom.
5. NO ELECTRONICS, NO FOOD, (except for water in a bottle) AND ESPECIALLY NO GUM.
6. Daily warm-up will be on board every day and collected on Friday. 
Homework:
1. Homework will be collected and stamped for credit. Agenda and participation points will be given at end of grading periods.
2. Homework will be accepted 1 day late for 50% of the grade. If you are absent the work is due the next day after your return.
3. If you are unable to complete the homework due to family emergency a parent note or email is required.
4. If you did not complete the assignment because you did not understand the material you can receive extra help after school or during lunch to help complete the assignment.
Grades
Essays, tests, and projects are all counted major test grades. Homework and packet work is collected with stamps at the end of each unit and is counted as a major percent of the grade. Class participation is mandatory for a weekly grade. You need 10 points per week for participation. Grades will be posted regularly.  Make sure you check and maintain your grade.
Rewards
Class rewards such as burgers & movie parties will be based on class grade & behavior and will only be once a grading period.
Consequences 
Additional consequences may occur when rules & expectations are violated. You can receive detentions, referrals, and a phone call to parents for not complying with teacher’s instructions and warnings.
**The following is the procedures for misbehavior or failure to follow guidelines**

3. Lunch or after school detention
4. Referral and phone call home
